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STIEGLKELLER

Stiegl is a name that stands for more than 500 years of beer brewing. Stiegl is Austria’s lar-
gest privately-owned brewery and is based in the city of Salzburg.

The venue built into the hill directly below Fortress Hohensalzburg is steeped in history.
